Matters arising from Emails circulated and other matters:
Cllr Bryan raised the matter of the letter sent to Mr T Lee following his installation of a field gate between his land and Parish Council land, meaning he intended to cross Parish Land without permission to gain access. After discussion it was agreed to write and point out that he had access from Sandy Lane onto his land and no right over parish land.
The damaged fence behind the goal at recreational ground was raised, also the trees around the village hall. The garden area near the village hall needed attention Cllr Spence volunteered to contact Elaine Garton and arrange for the work to be done.
