The reconciled balance on the general account of £19514.14 at the end of December was unanimously accepted as correct and signed off by the Chairman.

Funds received from Sale of Land South Street, Scalford:

On the 3rd April 2018 the Parish Council received the amount of £57713.90 from the Councils solicitors being full payment for a piece of land off the car park on South Street Scalford sold to A E Herbert Ltd of Melton Mowbray. After discussion it was unanimously agreed to place these monies into a 13 Month Fixed Rate Bond Issue 3 with Cambridge & Counties Bank, Charnwood Court, 5B New Walk, Leicester, LE1 6TE. This transaction took place on 5th September 2018 by cheque no 101351 drawn on the Councils Bank HSBC, High Street, Melton Mowbray for the amount of £57713.90. The interest earned over the term of the bond is expected to be £1157.46 which can only be returned along with the capital invested direct to the Councils account with HSBC Melton Mowbray. These monies are reserved for capital projects which include the upgrade of the South Street Car Park, refurbishment of the Council owned Village Hall, Traffic calming measures within the village. And improvement to the Recreational Field.

Neighbourhood Plan:
Cllr Ingles had enrolled the Parish Council onto the services Parish Online for a fee of £75.00 which would enable the Council access to Ordnance Survey maps in the future. The theme groups were progressing well and a Theme Document was being prepared. Cllr Ingles had hit a snag with the application for a 2nd Grant of funding from the National Lottery who appeared to have changed their policy on funding Neighbourhood Plans. Cllr Ingles was confident that in conjunction with Your Local funding would be found to progress the plan. The first Grant money had been used up and the Clerk was required to submit an end of Grant report.

Lease between the County Council and Parish Council for Parish Room:
A 5-year lease for the hire of the Parish Room in the School to the County Council had been agreed from 1st April 18 to April 2023 in the amount of £800.00 pa, the lease was signed by two Cllrs and witness by E Holmes & R Manchester.
