Churchyard Wall:

A discussion had been held with Reverend Canon Helen Cameron from the Methodist Circuit regarding the possibility of the Pre School using Scalford Chapel for a period of time to allow time for a more permanent solution to be found. The outcome of these discussions looked positive with Helen keen to help if possible, however the Parish Council could not take the matter any further until after a meeting Helen had arranged for the following Wednesday with the School and Pre School. The Council were happy to attend this meeting but Helen indicated it would be preferable for the Council not to, she would advise the Council of any progress made after the meeting.

Neighbourhood Plan:

Cllr Ingles reported that the Final Draft was ready for Pre Submission which would run from Monday 20th June for 6 weeks. South Street Car Park and access:

It was confirmed that work to the car park would commence on the 1st July and that when finished there would be 8 parking spaces 6 for cars and 2 slightly wider ones for vans located at the bottom of the car park next to the substation.
An email had been received regarding access onto the car park from adjacent properties and it was confirmed that there were no rights of access on to the car park from any of the adjacent properties.
