Ongoing Matters:
Churchyard Tomb – Defer
Path in Churchyard – Two quotes had been received to replace a 14 metre length of path to include removing existing, chopping out tree roots, laying sub base, lay 6mm aggregate wearing course in two layers at a depth of 40 mm., both quotes were in the region of £750.00. A member of the public indicated they wanted to speak, the Chairman closed the meeting to allow this, the person indicated they thought the quotes to high and it could be done for less using a working party of volunteers. The Clerk indicated that he felt the job should be given to a contractor who had the right equipment, insurances and health & safety knowledge.
Traffic from Twinlakes – No response had been received from the owners of Twinlakes, Highways had responded by indicating the matter had been passed to an officer who dealt with traffic calming, which is not what the Parish Council wanted looking at. After discussion it was agreed to ask for improved signage further away from the village directing traffic onto the main routes around the village by use of the brown signs used to indicate places of interest.

The matter of the development on New Street was raised regarding the fact that it did not conform to the approvals granted, it was unanimously agreed to write to the Planning Department pointing this out and requesting an investigation. J Worley & E Holmes to be sent a copy of the letter.
Cllr Bryan advised the meeting, that she had met with Highways and the Architect responsible for the new access onto Eastwell Road from 21a King Street regarding measures to ensure highway safety as per the planning permission. – It was agreed to defer further discussion until the next meeting.
The matter of the missing Village Hall sign was raised, the Clerk advised this had been found and was stored at the village pub, arrangements to be made to have it put up again.
