It was also hoped to use the rest of the money to improve the car parking arrangements at the recreational field to again improve layout and surface and provide more parking spaces.

Councillor Vacancy:

Clerk advised there had been 3 expressions of interest in becoming a Councillor although one had not been resident in the Parish for the full 12 months required.
