Ongoing Matters:
Traffic Census: Following the negative response from Highways the Clerk was instructed to reply and point out that a 30mph in one village is not necessarily the same in another and also express Councils disappointment at response. It was also agreed to investigate other traffic calming measures that might be employed.
Parking New Street: The Clerk confirmed that no further response had been received from MBC and was asked to try and establish a timescale.
Allotment for School: Cllr Thorn agreed to talk with Mr Taylor who originally suggested the idea to see if suitable volunteer help was available to supervise the children. It was felt that whilst a good idea and the Parish Council would make an allotment available, it could not undertake the running of the scheme.
The Washdyke: It was unanimously agreed that as this piece of land was not currently used it would make a good amenity area with the addition of one or two trees and possibly a seat. Cllr Spence agreed to look into the possibility of Grant Aid to obtain the trees.
