Ongoing Matters:
Traffic Census: Following discussion it was unanimously agreed the response from Highways was not very helpful, and it was agreed to bring this to the attention of County Councillor Byron Rhodes. Parking New Street: No response had been received from the Borough Council, the Clerk to continue pursuing.
Allotment for School: Progress had been made on this project by Mr Taylor who had undertaken to supervise in conjunction with the School, there was a quantity of waste material that had come from the plot and it was agreed the Council would pay Mr Taylor for the disposal costs.
The Washdyke: It was unanimously agreed that the footpath needed to be strimmed before any decisions could be taken, clerk to arrange.

Churchyard Walls: Research in to best way forward was ongoing.

Church Clock: After discussion it was unanimously agreed to offer to pay the PCC 50% of the repair costs.
