Damage to Memorial in Cemetery:
A complaint had been received from Mrs M Thornton concerning apparent damage to a memorial stone owned by her family, in the form of two angel wing tips being broken off the memorial stone of which there was now no trace, and plastic flowers being mangled. The implication being that the Parish Council’s groundwork/mowing contractor had caused the damage, the complaint was investigated by the Clerk and Cllr Dodd. The contractor was interviewed twice by the Clerk and denies categorically causing the alleged damage, searches were made for the missing pieces but no trace had been found. The Parish Council had notified Mrs Thornton of the result of the investigation and had advised that they were unable to take the matter any further. The Parish Council expressed their apologies to Mrs Thornton in what was a very upsetting situation for her and her family, in that they were unable establish how the damage had been caused.
