Ongoing Matters:
The Washdyke: Cllr Spencer confirmed that the hedges had been cut back and grass topped, Cllr Ingles to arrange further work to be carried out.
Parking New Street: The Clerk advised that some progress had been made in establishing the situation, to carry out the original plan would need a compulsory purchase of land which the Borough Council were not prepared to do. The matter was complicated by the fact two of the properties in South Close had been sold by the Borough Council one in 1995 and 2017 and the terms of the sale were not currently known. It was suggested that by reducing the width of the pavement and no bay markings seven cars could be accommodated without impinging on the road. Clerk to put this forward to the Borough Council
Telephone Box: Cllr Spence & Thorn had the matter in hand but couldn’t commit to a date for completion, it was requested that efforts be made to ensure the door would open whatever the weather conditions.

Recreational Field Fence: This had been repaired free of charge but had already been damaged again it was suggested that the top half need completely replacing, Cllr Thorn agreed to look into this.
