Neighbourhood Plan:
The Clerk confirmed the end of funding report had been submitted for the first Grant. Cllr Ingles reported the Grant Application for a further £4250.00 had been accepted although this work needed to be completed and invoiced by 31st March. Garry Kirk of Your Locale Ltd had confirmed this would not be a problem. Cllr Ingles also reported that the 3 theme groups were all working well and were in fact ahead of schedule in some cases, in particular the Housing Group had been commended for their work.

Car Park South Street:

Quotes had been received from A E Herbert & Sheltons for the work on the car park Cllr Dodd requested that the Clerk ascertained whether the quote was for permeable tarmac as he felt there may be a problem with the run off of water, and also whether it included tarmacking the whole area. A meeting had been held with the lighting contractors Eon and it had been agreed 1 street light would be adequate fitted with a day/night photo cell at a total cost of £1300.00 plus VAT.
The Clerk was asked to write to the owners of 1 & 2 South Close to inform them that a street light was being installed in case light from it caused them a problem, Eon had advised that the illumination would be downwards and should not be a problem.
