Due to the Chapel closing in October the Pre School would be homeless from that date and it was felt important that every effort be made to assist in finding suitable premises if possible. It seemed that a short-term solution and a longer term more permanent solution was needed, some discussion had taken place between 2 Councillors and members of the Village Hall. It appeared this might be the longer-term solution by having an extension built on the current village hall. In the short term there were 2 possibilities, explore whether The Methodist Circuit would sanction the use of the Chapel Rooms for a period of time, or possibly installing a separate portable building adjacent to the village hall although this was not without difficulties.
