In the absence of Cllr Bryan, Cllr Dodd took the chair and welcomed Cllr Rhodes and Fiona Blockley to the meeting, and highlighted to them the concerns of residents and Parish Council over traffic issues as follows.

HGV’s transiting the village, increased speed of traffic through village during lockdown, traffic calming at top of King St incl as condition of planning application permission, the speed limits on the two roads from Melton, Melton Spinney Road to Scalford derestricted, Scalford Rd from Melton 50 mph, no weight restrictions on any of the roads.
Cllr Rhodes responded indicating that HGV’s can transit through the village in any direction with the proviso they should load or unload during whilst doing so, he also commented that as there were several businesses within in the Parish, particularly at the old station site HGV’s were t be expected. Cllr Rhodes also stated he had recently spent an afternoon in the village observing traffic and in his view the cars parked on the streets King Street and Church Street in particular were an effective way of slowing traffic speeds. On the matter of traffic calming as it appeared to be a condition of a planning application it would be down to the Borough Council to enforce this and in all probability the cost would fall on the applicant. Cllr Holmes volunteered to raise this matter with Mr Jim Worley of the Planning Department at MBC.
Cllr Rhodes stressed that when the Melton Distributor Road was built the matter of speed limits particularly on Melton Spinney Road would be reviewed.
